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	The national median hourly rate of assisted living LPNs is $20.00 according to the 10th annual Assisted Living Salary & Benefits Report, published by Hospital & Healthcare Compensation Service (HCS). The national percent increase for LPNs in facilities reporting data from both the 2006 and 2007 Reports was 3.54%. LPNs in assisted living facilities (ALFs) again earned higher hourly rates than nursing home and continuing care retirement community (CCRC) LPNs. The national median rate for LPNs in nursing homes was $18.74 compared with $19.17 in CCRCs.

An analysis of criteria for granting increases showed that 66.7% of increases for LPNs were based on merit, with 14.5% based on cost of living, 6.7% based on step, and “other” reflecting 12.1%.

Five hundred and thirty-two assisted living facilities participated in the study and provided compensation data on more than 26,800 employees nationwide. 471 for-profit and 61 not-for-profit facilities provided data for the study.

The Report covers 16 management and 23 nonmanagement positions. Data are reported according to for-profit and not-for-profit status, revenue size, unit size, state, county, and geographic region. Also covered are 22 fringe benefits, turnover rates by department, and projected salary increases for 2008. Data are effective as of October 2007.
